
The TRA Past and Present





The Trumpington Residents' Association was founded in 1992 by residents of the area of Paget Road, Foster Road, Byron Square and Monkswell. Membership was later opened to anyone living in Trumpington.





In October 2008 it converted from an informal group into a company limited by guarantee. Now the Pavilion is up and running, it is applying to become registered with the Charity Commission, in addition to the current Company status.





The TRA campaigns in the interests of its members. For example, it played a vital part in the provision of a GP surgery on Beverley Way when the previous one closed, and is actively involved in current campaigns to provide new community noticeboards and to renew the village sign.





We have welcomed a variety of experts, decision-makers and advisors to our meetings to help deal with residents' concerns and we are always open to suggestions for what we should get together to do next.





Representing Residents





We now represent a cross-section of the people of Trumpington who contribute to our community in many different ways. 





Although we welcome active members who can attend the general monthly meetings to give their news and views, this is not necessary for membership. We try to keep all members in touch with what is going on by email and written reports.

The TRA and local planning





The TRA has contributed many detailed comments on local planning applications and has been working to achieve better quality plans for the area. In 2004 the Association published an influential booklet setting out its own vision for the new neighbourhoods that were being planned for the Cambridge Southern Fringe. 





We have built on this background by making constructive comments on the planning applications for the major housing developments and transport links that will surround the existing village. Many of these comments have been taken into account by developers, council officers and planning committees.





This work with local councils and developers has influenced the design of community facilities that will be part of any new housing development, including new schools, library, health centre, sports facilities, playgrounds, allotments and the protection of the green spaces. We will continue to be active partners in the planning and development process during 2010 and beyond.





Membership





Full membership is open to anyone over 16, and there are two ways of joining; as an individual and as a household.





When you join the Association, you become a member of the Company. This is a non-profit making charity, governed by its Memorandum & Articles and its Rules. You are welcome to have copies of all of these, but the Rules are the more practical guidelines. 





In the unlikely event that the Company has to be dissolved, each member may be required to contribute up to £10 towards the winding up of the Company.
